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Guidelines: 

1. All vehicles must be registered and insured.  Copies must be attached.   

2. All students must park in the designated student parking area. 

3. Students are will not be allowed to go to their cars during the school day without 

principal approval.  This is discouraged and will be limited. 

4. The school is not responsible for loss or damage to vehicles or contents thereof. 

5. Safe driving rules on Jamaica Road and Fairview Drive (School Zone) and school 

parking lot will be strictly observed. 

6. The use of the car is limited to only before and after school (i.e. aiding in the middle 

school will require the student to walk…special permission may be granted by the 

Principal in inclement weather). 

7. Students should be aware that driving privileges may be denied for any given length 

of time during the school year for driving and/or non-driving reasons (i.e. driving 

reasons may include excessive speed, reckless operation, parking in non-designated 

areas; non-driving reasons may include excessive tardies to school, leaving school 

without permission, excessive absences). 

8. The cost of a driving permit at Carlisle High School is $20 for the year, regardless of 

when the pass is purchased.  Students with perfect attendance the year prior will get a 

pass at no cost. 

9. The driving permit must be hung from the rear view mirror of the vehicle. 

10. If you are driving a different vehicle, please remember to transfer the permit to the 

new vehicle.   

11. If your pass is lost or stolen, you will have to purchase another pass. 

12. Vehicles on property are subject to search by school personnel should they suspect 

the presence of drugs, weapons, or drug and weapon look-a-likes.
